I was 

fun, funny, and educated, and none 

of that mattered when alcohol was 

involved, because I had to drink.  

I came to these rooms shaking, 

broken, and a trainwreck. 

I was told the only thing that 

would save me from living a drunk 

life and having to drink even when 

I didn't want to, was a spiritual de-

fense found in working the 12 

Steps. All I had to do was examine 

the tools in the toolkit you present-

ed and decide if I wanted to pick up 

a toolkit of my own. You assured 

me that not only would this keep 

me from drinking, but it would be a 

design for living I could have for 

the rest of my life!  

You taught me serenity was not 

some elusive idea, but that it was 

real. You taught me laughter is sup-

posed to be a part of my life and 

that I was supposed to be a part of 

the world. 

It is and I am, thanks to Alcohol-

ics Anonymous!

8. What has rotation to do with anonymity? 

With humility? 

STEP 9: 

Made direct amends to such people wherever possible, except 

when to do so would injure them or others. 

 TRADITION 9: 

A.A., as such, ought never be organized; 

but we may create service boards  

or committees directly responsible  

to those they serve.
