About five winters ago [ was in
the beginning stages of my recov-
ery. At that time I was fortunate
enough to have a sober environ-
ment to live in.

The House Mom was pretty
strict and was not willing to extend
my curfew. I really wanted to have
this Christmas Eve with my chil-
dren, but without a curfew, I would
see them only 20 minutes.

I called a trusted closed-
mouthed recovering peer and en-
sued with the “Poor Me’s.”

My friend helped me talk out
my options — was [ willing to fol-
low the rules so that on Christmas
Eve and the cold winter days, I
would retain my place at the sober
home? With my friend’s motiva-
tional questions, I determined that
following the rules and not trying

to press my luck with the curfew
was my best options.

Experience gave me the
knowledge and understanding that I
can get through emotionally diffi-
cult siutations without having to
take a drink. I am capable of mak-
ing good decisions for myself and
going through challenging situa-
tions without alcohol.

I
am beyond grateful to those
who carried the message to
me. Alcoholics Anonymous
didn’t only save my life, but
it gave me a life worth living!

I continue to be chal-
lenged daily, though my chal-
lenges look quite a bit differ-
ent today.

In the beginning of my
sobriety my challenges
seemed overwhelming. How
do I stay sober one day at a
time? Can I even do this after
10 years of failed attempts?
Where am I going to live?

Am I going to prison for getting my fourth D.U.L.?

Because [ was willing, honest, open-minded and
was taught this spiritual program of action, I am hap-
py to say I was able to overcome those challenges
with your help and God’s help. This has become a
way of life for me.

Today, because I have been given purpose, my
challenges look much different. I see needs through-
out the service structure of A.A. and constantly ask
myself if I can be doing more. There are phones to be
answered, meetings taken to those who can’t get out
on their own, articles to be written sharing experience,

strength, and hope.

Ultimately, there are suffering alcoholics who need
to be approached by the loving arms of Alcoholics
Anonymous.

I heard many years ago that if you’re invited to
someone’s house and you are thankful, you will say
thank you. If you are grateful, you will get up and do
the dishes. There are dishes to be done in Alcoholics
Anonymous, and today I am challenged to be more of
a grateful alcoholic.
